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The Proposed Field

Here’s my perspective of the current events and what I feel this years out come will be.  My wife (Sue) and I re-
cently received letters from Mr. Bylina (The Forest Preserve District of Cook County Superintendent) thanking us 
for our participation at the recent budget hearing held downtown.  The budget was accepted by the Board vote of 
15-0.  What this means to us, members of SAC, is that the line item to “relocate the Tinley Creek parking lot 
and flying field” has been approved.  Joe Malika called me today (12/17/08) advising me that the CCFPD is in the 
process of hiring a consulting firm to look at the new location just to make sure there are no problems with the new 
location.  The Army Corps of Engineers doesn’t want to create any problems so the FPD wants to work with them 
and us.  We’re not going to be moved tomorrow or next week but when a suitable location is constructed we will 
be relocated.  The area about 3 blocks South of Flossmoor Ave. West of Cicero was a mutually agreed upon site.  
They have a plot of what we’d like the field to look like with a 1000 foot clear zone and a 250 foot buffer just like 
the AMA suggests. 
The people I have talked to, the people the Field Committee has talked to and the meetings we will schedule in the 
future with Commissioners and planners should continually shed more light on when, where, and how our move 
will be accomplished.  Please be patient we will not be without a flying field.  Above is the proposed field.

5.    You must fly for two minutes.  Your assistant will vouch for you. 
6.    You can land (or crash) anywhere you want as long as you complied with the two minutes flight time.

Jim Steward, aka, “Chain Saw”, a former member stays in touch via the Dope Can. He recently e-mailed Ron with the 
latest news from his neck of the woods and the following safety tip: 
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Thanks Jim.  
I did a little research on winter hazards and how to protect ourselves from them. 
 Injuries due to ice and snow: 
  About 70% result from vehicle accidents 
  About 25% occur to people caught out in a storm 
  Most happen to males over 40 years old 
 Injuries related to cold: 
  About 25% occur at home 
  50% happen to people over 60 years old 
  More than 75% happen to males 
These statistics would indicate the majority of SAC members are at risk unless steps are taken to protect against 
cold weather hazards. 
The basics: 
 Dress for the conditions  – layers of loose clothes, a hat, gloves, etc. 
 STAY DRY 
 Keep moving 

Avoid over exertion  – If you’re not in good health walking in deep snow to retrieve an 
airplane could cause a heart attack and working up a sweat could lead to a chill and 
hypothermia.
