Tuck identical stacks under each 
wingtip to hold the wing level 
while you mount the fuselage or 
align the tail surfaces.  Use taller 
stacks to support the stabilizer, or 
use one or two magazines to shim 
up a too-short support block.

The Spotters Job: 
A Spotters first responsibility is to keep you and your airplane 

safe while observing the safety of others. Your Spotter should always 
be aware of wind direction, field pattern, and any aircraft in your flight 
path. The Spotter can also loudly announce your takeoff and landing 
intentions. 
 The Spotter is your safety observer, your maneuver caller, and air traf-
fic controller.  He will save your airplane and most likely someone else’s too. 
 The spring thaw and rains will end soon allowing the field to dry up. With 
the warm weather we can expect a lot of flying activity and with it comes the poten-
tial for incidents. We can all contribute to field safety by asking for the assistance of a 
Spotter or volunteering to be one.
